In Class (also limit distractions)

0 Listen carefully

O Review visual aides

0 Take notes, focused on new information
(1 Add cues

0 Develop and ask questions

0 Remove distractions between self and instructor (i.e., sit near front)

O Resurvey the chapter

0 Summarize notes verbally
